General Admission Requirements

1. Official High school diploma or equivalent

2. Psychometric Entrance Examination / SAT or ACT
For information about the Psychometric Entrance Examination and the examinations schedule please visit
the National Institute for Testing and Evaluation (NITE) Website: www.nite.org.il
Applicants may forward their official SAT or ACT results as a substitute for the Psychometric Entrance
Examination.

3. Knowledge of English - The English sections within the framework of the Psychometric Entrance
Examination or the English Proficiency Test (AMIR/AMIRAM) determine the applicant's level of English.
The minimum score required for admission to the university for the academic year 2020/2021 is 50 on the
Psychometric/ AMIR/AMIRAM exams. Applicants who are exempt from the Psychometric Entrance
Examination must take an AMIR/AMIRAM exam as one of the admission requirements and for
classification levels. Each student must reach the ""Exemption" level in order to obtain a Bachelor's
Degree (see table below)

* Note: -A student who was admitted with a "Trom Bsisi Alef" or "Trom bsisi Bet" level will be
conditionally admitted and will have to reach the "Bsisi" (Basic) level until the end of the first year of
study.

The Departments of Communication Sciences and Disorders, English Language and Literature, General
History, Law, Occupational Therapy, Physical Therapy, "Psychodali" program, "Psychotheatraly" program
and Social Work require higher level of English.

4. Knowledge of Hebrew
Applicants who take the Psychometric Entrance Examination in a language other than Hebrew and
graduated from high schools where the language of instruction was not Hebrew, must prove satisfactory
knowledge of Hebrew before the beginning of the academic year by passing a Hebrew Proficiency Test
(YAEL/YAELNET). The score required for admission to the University of Haifa for the academic year
2020/ 2021 is at least 120 on the YAEL/YAELNET test. Applicants with scores that range from 90-119 on
the YAEL/YAELNET test and their Psychometric score was at least 500 will be conditionally admitted and
will have to pass the Hebrew Proficiency Test at the required score by the end of the first year of their
studies*. Students also have the option of registering to a Hebrew course at the University's "Mechina™
(Pre-Academic Preparatory Program). Upon success at the course, they will be exempt from taking the
YAEL/YAELNET test (The exemption is valid at the University of Haifa only) and is not valid for the
Department of Hebrew Language. For further information regarding the Hebrew course please contact the

* Please note that some departments require a higher level of Hebrew and some departments do not
approve admission with a Hebrew condition.

5. Additional requirements: Some departments have additional admission requirements such as an interview
and/or departmental entrance examination and/or different level of English and/or different required score at
the Hebrew Proficiency Test (YAEL/ YAELNET) and/or special mathematical requirements.
